Abstract
BACKGROUND: Considering that many nursing actions affect other people’s health and life, sensitivity to ethics in nursing practice is highly
important to ethical leaders as a role model.

OBJECTIVE: The study aims to explore ethical sensitivity in ethical nursing leaders in Iran.

METHOD: This was a qualitative study based on the conventional content analysis in 2015. Data were collected using deep and semi-
structured interviews with 20 lranian nurses. The participants were chosen using purposive sampling. Data were analyzed using conventional
content analysis. In order to increase the accuracy and integrity of the data, Lincoln and Guba's criteria were considered.

RESULTS: Fourteen sub-categories and five main categories emerged. Main categories consisted of sensitivity to care, sensitivity to errors,
sensitivity to communication, sensitivity in decision making and sensitivity to ethical practice.

CONCLUSION: Ethical sensitivity appears to be a valuable attribute for ethical nurse leaders, having an important effect on various aspects of
professional practice and help the development of ethics in nursing practice.

Abstract
BACKGROUND: Online education has become a key instructional delivery method in nursing education; however, limited understanding
exists about what it is like to teach online. The aim of this study was to uncover the experience of teaching online in nursing education.

METHOD: The sample for this phenomenological study included 14 nursing faculty who completed at least 50% of their teaching workload
assignment in fully online courses in baccalaureate, master’s, or doctoral nursing programs. Data were collected through the use of a
demographic questionnaire and personal interviews.

RESULTS: Four themes emerged from the data: (a) Looking at a Lot of Moving Parts, (b) Always Learning New Things, (c) Going Back and
Forth, and (d) Time Is a Blessing and a Curse.

CONCLUSION: Online teaching in nursing education differs from traditional classroom teaching in a variety of ways. Policies and guidelines
that govern faculty teaching should encompass the identified intricacies of online teaching. [J Nurs Educ. 2017;56(6):343-349.].

Decision-making experiences of family members of older adults with moderate dementia towards
community and residential care home services: a grounded theory study protocol.

Abstract

BACKGROUND: Caring and supporting older people with dementia have become a major public health priority. Recent reports have also
revealed a diminishing number of family carers to provide dementia care in the future. Carers who are engaged in the caring role are known to
bear significant psychological, practical and economic challenges as the disease advances over time. Seemingly, evidence indicates that the
burden of care can be relieved by formal services. This study aims to explore decision-making experiences of family members of older adults
with moderate dementia towards the use of community support (CS) and residential care home (RCH) services.

METHOD: A large multi-site constructivist grounded theory in a range of non-government organizations and a private aged home will frame
this Hong Kong study. Purposive sampling will begin the recruitment of family members, followed by theoretical sampling. It is estimated that
more than 100 family members using CS and RCH services will participate in an interview. The process of successive constant comparative
analysis will be undertaken.

DISCUSSION: The final product, a theory, will generate an integrated and comprehensive conceptual understanding which will explain the
processes associated with decision-making of family members for dementia sufferers. Deeper understanding of issues including, but not
exclusive to, service needs, expectations and hopes among family carers for improving service support to serve dementia sufferers in CS and
RCH services will also be revealed. Importantly, this study seeks to illustrate the practical and strategic aspects of the theory and how it may
be useful to transfer its applicability to various service settings to better support those who deliver formal and informal care to the dementia
population.

AIM: During the Second World War the male staff of assistance in the ltalia hospitals was called to arms_This work concemns the letters sent
by the male nurses who were captured by the Germans and put in prison. The aim is to know whether their profession had somehow affected
their living condition in jail and had favoured their release or not.

METHOD: &8 personal files of nurses on duty in Ospedale Maggiore and sent to the front during the period between 1940 and 1945 have
been studied. The documents are kept in the historical archive of the Ospedale Maggiore of Milan and the research covered the period from
December to January 2013. The sources have been analyzed according to Chabod's method of historical research (2012). 4 prisoners have
been found among the 88 files of soldiers and handwritien letter has been selected for each one.

RESULTS: These letters the attempt of the prisoners to reassure their loved ones emerges. Moreover, in the files of the prisoners’ formal
request for their release sent by hospital board were found. As a result one of the prisoners was released.

CONCLUSIONS: This paper suggests that the fact of being a nurse in a hospital influenced the conditions during tha period of captivity. Much
is still to be found to shed light on a dramatic period of our country and to restore the memory of the contribution given by the profession.

Abstract
BACKGROUND: Prior to commencing a randomised controlled trial, we conducted a focused ethnography to ensure that the trial was well
suited to the proposed setting.

METHODS: A six-month observation of a Child and Adolescent Mental Health Service site in the Morth-East of England was undertaken to
observe the site procedures, staff culture and patient care pathways. During this period, documentary data were collected and interviews were
conducted with key informants to provide insight into staff perceptions of the proposed trial. The data were coded using thematic analysis and
the resulting themes were verified by a second coder.

RESULTS: Seventeen documents were collected, 158 h of observation and six formal staff interviews were undertaken. Four themes emerged
from the data; non-clinically orientated variation in practice, diagnosis, capacity and staff economy. Non-clinically orientated variation in
practice occurred when staff decisions were based upon resource availability rather than on clinical judgement. Diagnosis demonstrated
differing staff confidence in making diagnoses and in the treatment of patients who had received a diagnosis. Capacity consisted of the time to
attend training and the psychological capacity to consider or incorporate learning into practice. Staff economy was characterised by staff
changes and shortages. There was significant interaction between the themes, with staff economy emerging as a central barrier to research.
The results directly informed adaptations to the trial protocol.

CONCLUSIONS: An ethnographic approach has provided important insights into the individual, practical and organisational boundaries into
which a trial would need to be implemented.
